COMMENTARY. Most liturgists agree that the practice of reciting a Haftarah,
generally a selection from the prophets, probably developed during a time
when public Teading of the Torah was banned. A selection roughly paral-
leling a major theme from the week’s Torah portion was therefore
selected. When public reading of the Torah became possible again, the
popular custom of chanting the Haftarah continued. The Haftarah is
usually chanted, utilizing a trop or cantillation system that has numerous
variations. In modern times the bar /bat mitzvah has often taken

on this responsibility as a sign of committed membership in the adult
